Jeff Bradetich is regarded as one of the leading performers and teachers of the double bassin the
United States. He has taught on the faculties of the Interlochen Arts Academy, University of Michigan, and
Northwestern University. He has performed as soloist throughout the United States, Europe, and South
America. Mr. Bradetich is professor of the largest bass program in the world at the University of North Texasin
Denton, Texas.

Maximillian Dimoff s principal bassist of The Cleveland Orchestra, with which he has appeared
as soloist at Blossom Music Center. He appears often in recital and chamber music performances. Mr. Dimoff is
also head of the double bass department at the Cleveland Ingtitute of Music. A graduate of Northwestern
University, he formerly played principal bass for the San Antonio Symphony and was a member of both the
Grant Park Symphony and the Seattle Symphony. In addition to teaching at CIM, Mr. Dimoff coaches orchestral
excerpts for the New World Symphony. He was appointed to the CIM faculty in 1999.

Doug Miller isan active jazz bassist and teacher living in Seattle. He has performed with some of the
greatest artists in Jazz such as Ernestine Anderson, Mel Lewis, James Moody, Doc Cheatam, the Count Basie
Orchestra, and the Ellington Orchestra. CD creditsinclude Lopin' with Don Lanphere and Bud Shank, 360
degrees with Jay Thomas, and Circled by Hounds with his piano trio New Stories.

Ben M usaiiscurrently amember of the Pacific Northwest Ballet Orchestra. Mr. Musa was a member of
the Colorado Springs Symphony, the Eugene Symphony Orchestra, and was principal bass of the Eugene Opera.
Heis co-founder of the Sound Bass Institute, an organization devoted to developing greater participation of the
bass in the Puget Sound Community. Mr. Musa actively performs as a freelance artist in the Pacific Northwest,
and teaches bass at Western Washington University.

Todd Gower S formerly bassist with the Northwest Chamber Orchestra, he has performed, toured and
recorded with the Seattle Symphony as a substitute bassist since 1992. He has taught orchestrain the Edmonds
school district, and is afrequent adjudicator at state and regional solo festivals. Mr. Gowers is co-founder of the
Sound Bass Ingtitute, and teaches double bass at Seattle Pacific University.

Miriam Chong isafree lance double bassist from Tacomawho enjoys teaching in her double bass
studio which includes students aged nine to sixty-five. In addition to music, Miriam is a published neuroscien-
tist who worked on the neurodegenerative aspects of the disease ataxiatelangiectasiaat St. Jude Children's
Research Hospital in Memphis, TN.

A general guideline
for placement is: Beginning group will be students younger than 13 and/or have less than 1 year of
private instruction; Intermediate group will be ages younger than 17 with less than 3 years of private
instruction; and the Advanced group will be ages 17 and older with at least 3 years private instruction,
however, thisis only a guideline. New application requirement for Advanced Level only: You
must send in an audition recording either on cassette tape or cd with two contrasting solo works
(i.e. dow and fast movements of a sonata or concerto or other compar able works). If you are
uncertain of your level ,contact Todd Gowers at (206) 281-2147 or email us at toddgowers@wwdb.org
and we will help determine your placement. A letter will be sent in regards to your status as a partici-
pant. Space will befilled on afirst come first served basis. Application deadline is June 1st and a $50
additional charge appliesto any applications received after the deadline. There are no refunds after
June 15th and a non-refundable deposit of $25 applies for any cancellations prior to June 15th.
